Therefore, use the following two
column format to first describe the mechanisms and then indicate whether they
seem to be good and effective.

First: Describe what you see in as
straightforward a manner as you can.
(Avoid statements that conclude things
were good or bad, more or less, etc.)

Second: What are your
judgments/conclusions?(Indicate good-
bad impressions, etc.) 
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
