Are such initiatives producing the much-needed transformation of
student/learning supports — or mainly layering more programs onto an already
too-fragmented system?

Drawing on current evidence, the report identifies key challenges related to system coherence, governance,
infrastructure, financing, and equity. It emphasizes the need to move beyond “alignment” toward the intentional
redesign of student/learning supports. The brief also offers guidance for policymakers, district leaders, and other
stakeholders seeking to build a more unified, comprehensive, and equitable system.
